The Rectorõs Report

2011 boggles the mind but at the same time gives a sense of satisfaction that as 
a community we have been able to do so much ministry, reduce our costs for 
doing it, and start new projects. 
2011 was a year of planning and negotiation.  January saw us waiting for a 
response to our Long Range Plan ς Moving into the Future, a response that 
would come several months later and that would send us back to the planning 
stage to revise some of our work.  The outcome however has been good.  At

have become self-supporting through revenues they generate and entering 2012 our focus is on 
program and ministry support. 
From the outset, our long range plan focussed on being able to carry out our ministry calling while 
reducing our budget to a manageable amount yet increasing our ministry to respond to need and issues 
in the community.  All good management plans are never built on a single option.  While we put 
forward our long range plan, we were quietly at work finding ways to do more with less.  When we had 
to revise the long range plan those other efforts stepped in and provided the needed impact on our 
2012 budget projections.   Over the last three years our efforts to reduce cost while maintaining 
ministry has resulted in a $14,000 reduction in our apportionment from $42,000 requested in 2011 to 
$28,000 in 2012.   
Coming out of 2011 we have done all that we can to reduced costs.  It will be time in 2012 to look at 
generating additional revenue through fund-raising and expanding the revenue generated by our 
buildings, which are a wonderful resource. 
For a small community we do a great deal.  Like the humble ant, we are able to carry far more than one 
would imagine in terms of ministry at all levels.  Our facilities are almost always busy with people 
coming and going for self-help programs, the Coffee House, Child Care, lectures, rehearsals, meetings, 
concerts, training and teaching workshops, the labyrinth program, community meetings, social events 
and much more.

As we approach Vestry it marks the seventh year that I have prepared an annual report.  Each time I do 
I reflect on the great privilege it is to share significant moments with this community and with individual 
members.

I am grateful for the support, prayer and encouragement from all of 
you and especially from the wardens, parish council, associate clergy and ministry leaders who realize 
that no one person can be all things or do all things for all people.  It is in the strength of our team that 
our parish finds its future. 
One thing that sustains me is the joy, spirituality and devotion found in our worship life.  The beauty of 
our music program ς thank you Angus and choir ς the commitment of those who prepare and assist 
with Sunday liturgies and the joy in coming together each week are uplifting.  The richness of the many 
arts that go into good Anglican liturgy lend strength and provide much for reflection. 
I have recently come to the awareness that each day, week, month and year in the life of Bishop Cronyn 
Memorial is an adventure.  We never know who will come through the doors, or if they will come, we 
never know what challenges will next be presented or what obstacles will next need to be overcome.  It 
is definitely not a dull life. 
Because of the wide diversity of our ministries, co-ordination is important.  As rector of the parish I am 
grateful for those who assist in lifting pastoral and practical matters by sharing the ministry so that

Wardensõ Report 
 

The Wardens have had an unusually busy year because many decisions have been necessary as we 
organize the parish for the future so that we can maintain our priorities for worship, outreach and 
participation in the larger Anglican community.  
Despite the ongoing nature of the discussions we have had -- among ourselves, with our partners in 
community outreach, and the Diocese -- we have tried to keep everyone informed.  We are proud to 
tell you that our tenacity through the past seven lean years is now poised to bear fruit. 
 
We have had to concentrate on the budget.  The Rector and Wardens have served together as 
Treasurer in the absence of a volunteer to hold that position.  This intimate acquaintance with the 
details of our collective existence has reassured us that we are both prudent and creative in the use 
of our financial resources.  We are finishing the year with a modest balance for the first time in 
many years and expect to pay full apportionment from now on.  The congregation is growing 
modestly and many of the new arrivals are young. 
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Because the maintenance of our heritage building has become a burden as often as a joy and 
blessing, we have established a buildings committee reporting to the Wardens and Vestry.  The 
members of this committee also serve as the Board of Centre Space for the Performing Arts.  This 
means that in practice the day-to-day management of the building no longer rests with the 
Wardens and Parish Council, allowing us to set the budget (including all income obtained for use of 
the building) and receive regular reports but leaving us free to concentrate on other aspects of 
our Ministry.  After four seasons of struggle, Centre Space for the Performing Arts appears to be 
solvent and is steadily gaining in reputation.  We note that Parish ties to the neighbourhood have 
been enhanced by this arts ministry. 
 
In practice, we have separated the functions of the clergy for some time.  We recommend that such 
a structure continue.  We are blessed with a number of talented associate clergy.  With Matt 
!ÒÇÕÉÎȭÓ ÏÒÄÉÎÁÔÉÏÎȟ ÈÉÓ ×ÏÒË ÁÓ Á ÓÔreet pastor grows in its ability to facilitate our outreach 
capacity.  Our experience with Rishi Satavihari as pastoral coordinator has persuaded us that such 
a ministry is essential to our complex parish, serving Warner Place as well as the worshipping 
congregation.  The liturgical life of the parish continues in full force and increasingly draws 
audiences from around the city.  Our worshipping community does not restrict itself to Sunday 
mornings.  The Sudanese congregation and the Old Roman Latin Rite congregation meet at Cronyn 
and have become significant parts of our community life. 
 
The success of our long-range planning relies on our ability to work together.  The Wardens want 
to thank all members of the Parish for their dedication to building on and preserving what we 
treasure about the Cronyn community.  It has been a pleasure and privilege to serve as your 
Wardens.  No one of us alone could do what we have done together.  Members of parish, clergy, 
student assisants, and staff have undergone some changes that seemed daunting at first, but we 
have been strong enough to move forward realizing that our ministry does not depend on any 
single person.  The talents and resources necessary to carry out our visions have come to us as they 
are needed.  Let us proceed as we have begun, in extravagant love and outrageous hope.

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Parish Council 
 
The Parish Council has met regularly each month throughout the year to address the ongoing work and 
ministry of the parish.  While the financial concerns of the community are always before council they do 
not dominate the discussions.  The majority of time is spent on our worship, program and outreach 
work, how we can support and improve them and how we, as a community can provide better ministry 
using limited  resources. 
Parish Council operates using a consensus format, adopting formal motions only when required to do 
so for legal or canonical reasons.  Matters coming before the council are researched and discussed first 
at a meeting of wardens, who may have received requests or suggestions from other groups or 
individuals in the parish.  The item with background information is brought to council for discussion. 
Once on the council agenda several principles are put in motion: 

1) We seek consensus (i.e. we are all of one heart about important issues. 
2) All opinions are sought, heard and considered 
3) Once a decision is made we all move together in that direction 
4) If we cannot reach consensus the item is carried over to the next council meeting 
5) If an item cannot find consensus after 3 council meetings it is retired from the agenda. 
6) For legal reasons some items require a vote.  On very few occasions in the past 7 years has the 

vote not been unanimous.

Property Managerõs Report

is largely a matter of dealing with problems in the church itself and in the various other rooms under 
our jurisdiction.   Hence my report will be relatively brief because 1) we had no problems with the new 
boiler and therefore no problems with heating the church; and 2) we escaped a repeat of the 
calamitous Christmas Eve flood of 2010, although we did have minor leaks.   This leakage was repaired 
shortly before Christmas and we can now hope that water from driving rain and the recurrent melting 
of the foot-high ice-pack on one of our flat roofs will not be flooding into our rooms. 

With considerable regret, I have to announce that Murray Hunter will no longer be helping us 
with plantings and landscaping around the church.  Because of his knowledge of plants and gardening 
and his deep involvement with the Julia Hunter Foundation, Murray was of great help to us in seeding 
and planting our small diagonal vegetable lot at the north-east corner of the church property and in 
designing and keeping up the plantings on the west and south sides of the church.  He was never afraid

thankful for his help and I thank him on behalf of the church.   As for the upkeep of the church lawns 
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and the boulevards on William St. and Queens Ave.τthis has been mainly my responsibility.  I certainly 
do not mind mowing the grass (and in the spring growing season this means mowing three times a 
week), but I would welcome any help I could get in this respect.  Using a pedometer, I have discovered 
that a complete mowing takes almost exactly 4,000 steps; so those of you who might be interested in 
the 10,000-step/day program of exercise would be almost half-way there in one mowing. 
 
A fund-raising proposal for the restoration of the South Transept wall 
         All of you are aware of the water damage to the South Transept wallτdamage caused by a driving 
south-west wind during a rain-storm a few years ago.  Shortly after the leakage that ruined the paint on 
this wall, we discovered that there were large gaps in the exterior wall where the mortar had fallen out; 
this, after all, is the wall that before 1984 had been an interior wall.  Over the years, the pointing of the 
bricks had gradually deteriorated and, since that wall is almost inaccessible the damage had gone 
unnoticed.  So we had the whole wall re-pointed, thus closing the many gaps through which water had 
seeped into the interior. 
 Now, at a critical but hopeful point in our history, we would like to have the damage to the 
inside of this wall repaired.  Many of you will remember when the whole inside of the church was 
repainted in a faux-stone style which has retained its attractiveness.  I asked the original painters to give 
us an estimate on re-plastering and re-painting the South Transept wall, and we received this a few 
months ago.  It comes to just under $5,000. 
    Given the restrictions on the church and CentreSpace budgets, we obviously cannot afford to 
have this wall restored were we to rely on our normal income.  However, I believe that this project, like 
the highly successful grand piano project, could work.  So I propose the following:

For those 
members of the congregation for whom an extra $50 would be hard to find, I suggest

 Given the size of our congregation, we might find it hard to find 100 or so individual donors; but

 Think about it.  Bishop Cronyn Memorial Church is one of the most beautiful churches in this 
city, marred in the interior by the damaged South Transept wall.  When we raised almost $21,000 for a 
new grand piano a few years ago, we made this statement: we believe in the future of this church and 
we hope for even better things in this future.   This $5,000 fund-raising project for the restoration to the 
South Transept wall comes at an even more crucial time for the church, and the statement we would 
make, were this project to be completed, would say a great deal  to everyone about our faith in this 
church community.

Pastoral Ministry 
 

The Pastoral Team 
 

Very early in the new year Rishi Sativihari was transferred to the parish of St. John the Evangelist in north 

London to expand his experience in preparation for ordination.  With his departure, The Rev. Loretta Rice 

assumed the role of pastoral co-ordinator.  She was able to revitalize the labyrinth ministry during Lent 2011 

and helped to maintain contact with our shut-ins.  Unfortunately health concerns necessitated her retiring from 

the position in the middle of the year. 

Since that time we have not had an official pastoral co-ordinator, however the associate clergy of the parish, 

working with the rector have been able to maintain the pastoral ministry providing grief counseling, assisting 

with funerals and weddings, taking home communions, and making themselves available for counsel and 

support for those in hospital or long term care facilities. 

The assistance of several lay members of the community in providing specialized or focused support and 

counseling is a gift that is generously given and one for which we give great thanks. 

As 2011 ended we are in the process of looking at how to re-structure our pastoral ministry. 
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Screening  in  Faith / Safe  Church

background interviews for all those involved in our ministry whether paid staff or volunteers.

Progressive Christianity Seminar

Lent was also marked with a focus on the Marks of Mission as a Sunday 

sermon and teaching series coupled with our own Core Value statements.  A small group gathered on four 

occasions during the season for discussion on a number of subjects related to Anglican theology and practice.

Communication  
 

Throughout 2011 we have been trying to improve our different methods of communication.  Many now use the 

parish website to get information about readings, rosters, prayers cycles and to check the Sunday leaflet.  

Weekly announcements are also posted.    

For the most part, with the exception of a month during the summer these means of communication have been 

updated weekly. 

 

While these means of communitcation have grown, our ability to produce a hard copy newsletter has been 

hampered in the past by budget restrictions and a shortage of volunteers.  At yearôs end some consideration is 

being given to changing the nature and content of the parish publication to appeal to a wider audience outside of 

the parish community, thus using something we already do to reach a greater number of people with our 

message. 

 

In the Fall of 2011 a 600 household mail drop was conducted delivering pamplets and an invitation to attend 

ñBack to Churchò Sunday.  To catch the attention of those who couldnôt come back because they had never 

been to church we renamed the program ñBack to Church ï Come to Church ï Check us Out Sundayò.  It 

brought a number of people to share worship with us that week.  Two of those persons have remained involved 

with aspects of our ministry. 

 

Through pages on our parish website we are able to advertise programs such as Marriage Preparation 

workshops and allow people to register on-line and pay their registration fee. 
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Internet Ministry  
 

Much of the world now lives on the internet.  It has become the primary means of 
communication either through email or one of the social networking sites.  It is therefore 
important for the church to be where people are exchanging ideas and engaging in 
conversation with one another. 
 

In 2011 our internet ministry launch two new means of spreading the word of both the gospel and of our 
parish ministry.
