Some of you may wonder what wardens are supposed to do (or even
why they exist in the first place). Wardens guard and protect
something—in this case, our wardens do the things | describe in this
brief report.

Finances: The two wardens (and, in their absence, the three deputy
wardens) try to make sure that we have enough money in the bank to pay our bills.
These include the salaries of the Rector, the music director, the church administrator and the custodian,
aswell as all the expenses arising from the upkeep of the building. Since we have not had a treasurer
since the death of our sorely missed Bob Vallis, the wardens check income and expenses each week,
trying our best to stay on top of things.

The church building and grounds: | am the designated building manager, which meansthat | can be
called at almost any hour of day or night to look after some emergency or other. Fortunately, since the
leakage into the wall of the south transept (which caused considerable damage which we have not yet
been able to repair) and the rather expensive flood of Christmas Eve, 2008, we have not had a major
emergency. The badly crumbling brickwork of the exterior south wall of the transept has been
thoroughly repointed, and the flat roof above the Archives Room has been repaired. A burst hot-water
pipe in the men’s washroom next to the Parish Hall has been repaired, the damaged ceiling replaced and
the counter repaired (see St. Leonard’ s below).

In an effort to save money, we have reduced the custodian’s hours by half. This means that the
church sanctuary and the south hall may not always be in pristine shape. We welcome volunteer help
from any member of the Parish to help look after the church building.

We have a so saved money (about $350/month) by not renewing the landscaping contract.
Instead, we have bought a battery-powered lawn mower (which can mow all the lawns and boulevards on
one charge—not by itself, mind you) and a battery-powered edger. If anyone would like to donate a
battery-powered hedge-trimmer next spring, we would be most grateful. Mowing and edging take work
and time, of course, so | thank Ken Kuhl for sharing that work. | am aso especialy grateful to Murray
Hunter, whom we honoured as a Friend of Cronyn recently, for his gifts of plants for our gardens, his gift
of amapletree, planted ceremoniously near the children’s playground on the north side of the Brownlee
Chapel, and aso for his willingness to get his own hands dirty digging and planting. Again, we look to
our own congregation to help with some of this work when spring arrives and during the summer and
fall.



St. Leonard’s Society: Closely related to the physical upkeep of the church building and groundsis the
help we receive from St. Leonard’ s Society and the men they send to us. They come to the church on
designated Saturdays and on Sunday mornings to do work we assign. Over the years, the work they have
done for us has been worth about $65,000 (according to our Rector’s calculations). Because almost all of
them have atrade (some, indeed, have their own companies), they have been able to do specialized jobs,
such as the repair of the ceilings in the upstairs hallway and the Archives Room, and similar work in the
downstairs men’s washroom. Before the flat roof could be repaired, the ever-expanding, creeping jungle
of moss and tree roots (a sort of minor version of The Day of the Triffids) had to be removed. The men
not only removed all the vegetation (which had been threatening to send roots down through the ceiling
of the Davison Lounge), they bagged it all and drove it away to some compost heap in the sky.

Because of the cutback to the custodian’s hours, we are planning a cycle of Saturdaysin which
men from St. Leonard’ s would clean the church thoroughly. This—like all work by the men of St.
Leonard’ s—requires supervision. Much of the burden of supervision in the past has fallen on the Rector
and on me, so we welcome volunteers: the only requirement is an ability to sit in acomfortable chair for
afew hours and read a favourite book.

Conclusion: Like the other wardens, | take the responsibilities of the job very seriously, not because of
any unusual or extraordinary moral commitment, but because thisis a Parish that in all respects except
one—our financia state—is flourishing. The life of the Parish is complex; what we experience between
10:30 and noon on Sundays is an extraordinary communal feeding of our spiritual life through word,
music and the eucharist—but, in one sense, thisis only the tip of apyramid of activity that is constant
throughout the week. All these activities need to be guarded and protected, not only by the wardens but
by all of us, for we are, in asense, all wardens. We need to return to an older form of servicein which
everyone in the Parish offered help and participation. | appeal to each one of you: if you have something
to give of yourself, now isthetimeto doit.

There are about 5 teams so you are not
required very often. Coffee and conversation are a part of the deal.

If you have not been into the office during the week to visit please know that you are welcome at any
time. Due to budget constraints | am only in the office now in the morning Monday to Wednesday and all
day Thursday.

This past year at Cronyn has been one of deep spiritua learning. The year began
with me participating full-time in the activities at Cronyn. My experiences
helping out at the Tuesday morning coffee house have greatly shaped my
ministry and combined with my recent experiences in South Africa, | now feel
much more deeply called to Outreach ministry and social justice awareness. |
feel much more firmin my belief that the church should not be silent in
speaking out against the injustices which take place in our community and our
world.
One element which | have always enjoyed about worship at Bishop
Cronyn is our passion for liturgical diversity, inclusiveness and tradition. Both
my spiritual life and my educational experiences have been nourished through the practices of evensong,
celebrations of Feast days, Thursday evening worship and walking the Stations of the Cross throughout
Lent and Holy Week. | have learned greatly from the different ways in which Rae incorporated modern-
day eventsinto his worship and prayers, as well as from feedback and guidance from the clergy and laity
at Cronyn.

Coming back from a busy summer of travelling to South Africa, getting married, and performing
my own church placement which had me in charge of 6 churches, returning to Cronyn felt very much like
coming back home. Thisisacommunity who truly knows how to make people feel welcome!

Thefall of this semester was a very exciting one, and | was privileged to be able to participate in
the planning of the Table ministry. This was a new opportunity for me: to help create aliturgy for people
who ‘don’t like church’. This ministry continued to challenge and stretch my own views of worship, and
the excitement grew as this form of outreach ministry proved to be successful.

Thisterm also allowed meto participate in our refugee committee, as we anxiously await the safe
arrival of Salahadden Zechariah. Again, | find myself amazed at the support which poured in from the



congregation to welcome a new person — not to mention a stranger from a very different part of the world
- into our community.

After having spent most of my seminary life worshipping at Bishop Cronyn, | am truly saddened
that my time as an intern has come to an end. Y ou have allowed me to share in so much of your life
together as a parish, and have helped to shape me liturgically, emotionally, and spiritually. | am happy to
say that Cronyn has helped to form the type of priest | hope one day to be.
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Nine pastoral visitors along with the rector and me have met regularly to attend to the
needs of those parishioners who areill, in hospital, nursing homes or are otherwise in need
of pastoral support. Together we have been able to visit most of those who are unable to
come to Sunday worship and who welcome our visits. Visitors generally leave a Cronyn
Pastoral Care Team card indicating their name and the time of their visit. Further contact

with the Cronyn Community is affirmed by telephone.

A very confidential record of visits and contacts is maintained and kept in the Rector’s
office. The members of the team in 2009 were: Kay Clarke, Barbara Conrad, Joyce
DeVecchi, Jean Fox, Carol Jacklin, Margaret Howe, Mary Murty, Doreen Ray, and Shirley

Walmsley.

Cards were sent to all those who are “shut-in"/ “shut out” at Christmas.

Her ministry there has been very effective
and is appreciated by the residents.

It is very helpful to the clergy and pastoral team to be made aware of anyone who isin hospital or other distress
as soon as possible in order that care may be offered.
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Chrigtian lifeis a prayerful journey. Thisisthe overarching theme of this Tuesday
evening group at Bishop Cronyn. The perspective on contemplative prayer that we are
learning is based on the work of Fr. Bernard Lonergan. This approach views the
Christian life as a gradual developmental journey, one which encompasses every
aspect of our lives -- the emotional, intellectual, and social, as well as the moral and
religious. And a healthy prayer life can become for us a means of nourishment and
growth in each of these areas.

The atmosphere of the group is relaxed and supportive, and the structure is simple.

Each week we meet at 5:30 p.m. for one hour and fifteen minutes. During the first 10
minutes of the evening, thereis abrief talk on a particular aspect of contemplative prayer. The next 30 minutes
focuses on learning to pray in this particular way through practice. After the prayer experience, we take a
relaxing 15 minute break, and then finish up the evening with 20 minutes of open discussion. No previous
experience with prayer or meditation of any kind is required. The group meets each week in the Lady Chapel.

The Lord®Prayer, the "Our Father," isin many ways afoundational textbook for contemplative prayer. And
since the beginning of this year, we have been exploring a new spiritual exercise involving creative
visualization with the Lord® Prayer.

During 2009 some major transitions occurred in our internet ministry. The parish website
took on anew look that is brighter, more user friendly and that included video clips of
services, concerts, programs and events.

At the same time, we added an online parish store where people can purchase tickets for

concerts, pay registration fees for programs or purchase CD’s or DVD’s of lectures and

musical events. Thisincludes CD’s by our director of Music Angus Sinclair with
proceeds from these going to support The Huron Hunger Fund.

More and more in 2009 we began using the internet as a means of advertising our concert series, services and programs
and developed a Cronyn Weekly Update that goes out to several hundred people each week with announcements, program
notes, information and advertisements. We have also built up amailing list for Centre Space and at the end of 2009 work
was under way to add a webpage to the site for THE TABLE ministry that began in October.

Theinternet has also enabled us to reduce our printing and mailing costs as THE CHRONICLE has now become
primarily an on-line publication reducing the number of hard copies that are printed.

A Donation button was added to the website with the hopes that members of the congregation who were unable to bein
church might use it to keep up their financial commitment to the church. Though it has not been used for that purpose
someone from Kingston Ontario who saw our website made a $500 donation to one of our programs. That contribution
alone equaled half of our internet funding for 2009.

In 2009 there were 294,218 hits on the parish home page. This included those who use the website to check on Sunday
readings, prayers and announcements in preparing for their ministry at Sunday services. If those 16,279 people visited the
site and checked out other pages.

In keeping with the rapid pace of change on the internet plans are underway to upgrade the sitein 2010 adding an on-line
blog for people to leave comments, thoughts, ideas and to which others can respond.

Centre Space entered its second full season in 2009 having made a comfortable profit at
the end of season one. The first season saw a gentle double harp concert by two young
artists Kathlene Gahagan and Martha Cowie, an eclectic Rat-a-tutti with our own Angus
Sinclair being joined by Steve Holowitz and Sharon Beeler, and an inspiring clarinet
concert by Jerome Summers.

The Fall concerts that opened season two saw the Madawaska String Quartet return to Centre Space for another
outstanding performance, thistime with Leslie Kinton at the piano. The Christmas concert, as part of our
Carols at Cronyn event again welcomed London Pro Musica and the Saturday Brass with the North American
premier of A Christmas Cantata by Pat Brandon as the focal point of the evening.

Centre Space devel oped its own page on the parish website and worked through 2009 to develop on line
marketing for the concert series and other events.

At the end of 2009 the decision was made to put Centre Space at “arms length” from the parish operation and to
separate its finances from those of the parish. Centre Space remains an arts outreach program of the parish with
aportion of the profit from each season going toward the support of the parish budget.

We are looking forward to the rest of season two that will see Karianne Pasmain recital, RAT-A-TUTTI-2 back
for a second season, The Antler River Project and Triofus. Planning is aready underway for an exciting and
differently flavoured third season beginning in the fall of 2010.

Our Property Management people do an excellent job — Debbie Tkaczuk and her Son, Ryan in Toronto who run
the business and Va Wakonig in London who does the day to day work. | thank them al for ajob well done.

| would be remiss without thanking Pat Mitchell Schroeder for chairing the meetings for me and keeping us all
on theright track. Also | want to thank Joyce De Vecchi for al her work over the years for Warner Place.
Thank you both.

| am sure 2010 will be as good a year as 2009 was for us.

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Having founded the St. Leonard’ s program some time ago, it is the parishes honour and privilege to continue an
ongoing support of the work of this organizations. St. Leonard’ s provides supervised community service for
first time or minor offenders and through the years they have assisted Cronyn in projects that would otherwise
have been impossible. These have included the renovations to the worship space (2006), repairs following the
water damage (2009), painting and refurbishing of part of the facility (2007-2008), and much other work of a
smaller nature that has been of great assistance.

Thanks to those who have volunteered to supervise this work and who have been supportive of this outreach
program.



Though not highly organized, Voices Rising — the socia justice voice of the parish — has
been active during 2009. Letters, petitions, public information sessions and advocacy
work locally have al been part of the work undertaken this past year. These have
included work urging the government to increase the minimum wage, lobbying for
increased subsidies for Child Care, working locally on issues of substance abuse,

homel essness and employment, speaking out against legislation in Uganda that would
impose the death penalty on gays and lesbians in that country, continuing to promote
diversity in the church, and providing information on the use of the death penalty in
various parts of the world and calling for its abolition.

Asthe year ended June Pinkney Hunter accepted the role of information co-ordinator for Eco-justice issues
which, along with social justice concerns will be made available to the community in the coming year.

In 2009 we launched a pilot “Emerging Church” program called THE
TABLE. Designed to be church for people who don't like church, the
format is very different from our usual Sunday liturgy and is aimed at
reaching out to those for whom traditional Christian worship forms have
little or no connection with their lives.
The gatherings focus around three modules. The first uses a creative
presentation of abiblical theme that engages the participantsin an open
and frank conversation about it. It isfollowed by a simple time of
communion in breaking bread and sharing a cup. The second moduleisameal that all can share and during
which conversation leads to relationship building. The third is an educational component in which a guest
speaker presents material on atopic of interest that becomes the focus of conversation.

Three gatherings were held. David Teissen presented “ Radiohead and Christian Resistance” in October. In
November Aubrey Harris of Amnesty International joined usto discuss ‘ The Abolition of the Death Penalty’
and Rishi Sativihari in December lead us through a presentation on the * Common Spiritual Quest of Christianity
and Buddhism’.

THE TABLE has drawn a diverse crowd of people with little or no church background, people from other
denominations and some whose experience isin both Christianity and other faiths. The conversations have
been lively and challenging and the fellowship warm.

THE TABLE looks forward in 2010 to welcoming our suffragan bishop Terry Dance who will share something
of Africaand the face of AIDS with us and Nick Scrivo of Counterpoint who will talk to us about *harm
reduction on the streets of our city’.

Cronyn’s pattern of worship offers arange of options for people to share in both

traditional and contemporary styles and formats.

Asin times past, the two Sunday liturgies offer both a quiet, smple form at

9:00 am. in asaid eucharist and worship rich with symbol and music at the

10:30 a.m. sung eucharist.

The seasons of the year offer an opportunity to vary the texts and style of

worship to underline the themes of the season and so Advent is marked by the

increasing light of the Advent wreath, while Lent finds us summoned to
worship by the sound of a gong and the singing of the Hebrew Sh’ma.

Blessed with a number of clergy, theological students, and others called to aliturgical ministry we are ableto
have at most of our celebrations the visible ministry of priest, deacon, sub-deacon and laity working together in
offering worship, prayer and praise.

In 2009 we worked at establishing a monthly Choral Evensong sung using the B.C.P. on the 4" Sunday and the



B.A.S. on the 5™ Sunday of the month. Therich choral tradition that evensong has encouraged in the Anglican
Church is upheld by the ‘ occasional choir’ coming from other Anglican churches, and other denominations —a
truly ecumenical endeavour.

For most of 2009 we were able to maintain the Thursday reflective eucharist using contemporary music,
Tibetan singing bowl, silences and a dialogue homily. Asthe late Fall season progressed it became evident that
this time was not one that fit most peopl€e s schedule and this service was discontinued with a plan to resume it
as aLenten servicein 2010.

The Table Gathering is an Emerging Church worship experience, very different from our normal practice. Itis
relaxed, simple and augmented by audio visual material, a shared mea and educational component.

During Lent, Stations of the cross were walked each Friday using different versions from other parts of the
world. Though the attendance at these services was not large, the experience was moving for those who shared
in them.

It was my pleasure to be Director of Music at Cronyn this year. Music at services had
everything from God of the Poor by Graham Kendrick to plainsong, from Latin motets by
the choir to spirituals. New settings and hymns were introduced, along with fine music of
our heritage.
